METHOD: PROFILE:

3. Delegation: Have Joe prepare a discussion on prayer.
Brainstorm together ways to help SG pray.
4. Demonstration: Ask him what he learned form the article
and pray with him in response.
5. Supervision: Check next week to see if he read the article
and prepared the discussion.

OBJECTIVE: To grow in faithfulness and work on developing a heart to serve.

METHOD:

1. Prayer: 1 Corinthians 4:2, 2 Corinthians 4:5 Weaknesses:
Faithfulness
2. Instruction: Listen to Building Convictions: Faithfulness Giving
teaching tape together and discuss. Serving
3. Delegation: Assign weekly small group announcement
e-mail and ask him to help with set-up.
4. Demonstration: Am I faithful with my responsibilities?

5. Supervision: Look for the e-mails each week, call him if
if it wasn’t done. Ask Joe how he is doing
with setup.
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
